The presence of Brown President
Ruth J. Simmons and RISD Associate Provost Jay Coogan testified to the significance of
professional development in both institutions.

The Awards Ceremony recognized an extraordinary number of people who have
made this commitment. Some ninety-six Brown and RISD graduate students received their
Sheridan Teaching Certificates (levels I, II and III). In addition, the programme recognized
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generously give their time to organize seminars and micro-teaching sessions for their
graduate student colleagues; the Faculty Fellows who serve as mentors to our new and
junior faculty; the Center's Teaching Consultants; and all the generous faculty and graduate
students who have volunteered to be speakers and discussion leaders during the past year.
