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n order to improve the quality of student research, librarians connect students to 

resources and anticipate that their critical thinking skills necessary to navigate today's 

information -rich society are enhanced in order to support student academic pursuits.

Library Course Pages, a new service offering from the Library, organize the type and scope 

of class-specific research materials available to students.  The Library will provide 

customized content for courses and make it available on the web; this will dovetail 

seamlessly with WebCT courses.  Librarians will work with faculty course needs and syllabi 

to select targeted resources so that students have the best and most relevant information 

readily available in one location.  Content can include databases, journals, web sites, 

ebooks, and many other resources.
