The Spread Stack: Brown’s New Offense 

The Basics: 

Instead of putting a “stack” of cutters in the middle of the field and then 

using just a lane for players to make cuts into, the spread stack literally 

spreads the cutters and handlers across the field.  The three handlers line 

up parallel to the disc and the cutters line up four across the field about 

ten to fifteen yards ahead of the disc. 

Why it is better: 

Spreading the cutters out allows each cutter to have a full lane within 

which to work.  This makes defense harder since there is no help on deep  

cuts.  Furthermore, this new offense makes the whole field more usable, 

forcing the defense to cover more space. 

What makes it hard: 

The offense requires each person to know his position and his defender’s 

position on the field.  Defenders can “poach” and sag off their men in 

hopes of getting D’s on people who aren’t their man.  But a good offen-

sive player will know how to punish the defender severely.
