Hubert D. Jennings was born in London in 1896. He served in World War I and
after graduating from the University of Wales he went to South Africa where he
was Assistant Headmaster at the Durban High School for twelve years (1923-1935).
Thereafter, he was successively principal at the high schools at Stanger, Greytown
and Dundee. Having been asked to write the history of the Durban High School,
Hubert Jennings came upon Fernando Pessoa’s poetry — Pessoa had attended the
school during its glorious years, 1898-1904. ‘“That Long Patience which is Genius’ is
the title of the chapter dedicated to Pessoa in the The D.H.S. Story, 1866-1966, an
inspiring, beautifully written tribute to the poet-alumnus.

Hubert D. Jennings nasceu em Londres em 1896. Prestou servico na Primeira
Guerra Mundial e, apos completar os seus estudos na Universidade do Pais de
Gales, deslocou-se para a Africa do Sul onde foi Reitor Assistente da Durban High
School durante doze anos (1923-1935). Subsequentemente foi reitor nos liceus de
Stanger, Greytown e Dundee. Tendo sido comissionado para redigir a Histdria da
Durban High School, encontrou a poesia de Fernando Pessoa que tinha
frequentado essa escola nos seus anos gloriosos, de 1898 a 1904. O capitulo "That
Long Patience which is a Genius" (A Longa Paciéncia que é o Génio) ¢é o titulo do
capitulo dedicado a Pessoa no seu livro, The D.H.S. Story, 1866-1966. E um belo e

inspirador tributo ao poeta e antigo aluno.
