Bridget (Jennings) Winstanley, Hubert Jennings’s younger child, took her BA in
English and History at Natal University in 1956, followed by a graduate course in
Librarianship at the University of Cape Town. After serving as Provincial Librarian
at Port Elizabeth, she left in 1960 to marry George Winstanley, a British colonial
officer in the former Bechuanaland Protectorate (now Botswana) whom she met
while on a visit to her older brother, Christopher, at the time stationed in the
Protectorate. Later, Bridget became chief cataloguer at the University of
Witwatersrand’s main library, and when she and her husband moved to England,
an archivist at the University of Essex.

Bridget (Jennings) Winstanley, a filha cagula de Hubert Jennings, formou-se em
Inglés e Historia na Universidade de Natal em 1956, graduando-se em seguida em
Biblioteconomia pela Universidade de Cape Town. Apds servir como bibliotecaria
provincial de Port Elizabeth, ela casou-se em 1960 com George Winstanley, oficial
colonial britanico no antigo protetorado Bechuanaland (atual Botsuana), que ela
conheceu enquanto visitava seu irmao mais velho, Christopher, entao no
protetorado. Posteriormente, Bridget tornou-se a responsavel pela catalogacao na
biblioteca principal da Universidade de Witwatersrand e, quando ela e seu marido

se mudaram para a Inglaterra, arquivista na Universidade de Essex.
