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The Depatment of Portuguese and Brazilian Studies offers interdisciplinary
degree programs, ranging from the bachdor's to the dodoral level, which place emphasis
upon languaye literature, history and the sodal sciences. The Depatment's programs
focus on the globd naure of the Portuguese-spesking world, as well as on specific
geographical areas. Continental and Inaular Portugal, Brazil, LusophoneAfricaand Luso-
America.  Both undegradugde and gradude students are able to work with a
distinguished faculty equdly committed to research and teaching, and to take advantage
of the extengve resources on the Portuguese-speaking world at the Rockefeller, JohnHay
and John Carter Brown libraries.

Besides offering academic programs in Portuguese languaye, Portuguese and
Brazilian Literature, History and Culture, and ESL/Cross-cultura Studes, the
Depatment of Portuguese and Brazilian Studies extends its resources beyond the
immediate university community by organizing a varied program of cultural events,
induding lectures, concerts and symposa. Exchanges with Brazilian and Portuguese
universities, the publication of books and two scholarly joumds, and conaultation in
bilingud/ESL curricular and technical assistance exemplify the Department's broader
sodal and educationd contributions

The Depatment of Portuguese and Brazilian Studies offers four graduae degree
programs. a Doctoral of Philosophy in Portuguese and Brazilian Studies, a Master's in
Brazilian Studies, a Master's in Portuguese and Brazilian Studies and a Master's in
Portuguese Bilingud Education and Cross-Cultura Studies or English as a Second
Languayeand Cross-Cultural Studies.

DOCTOR OF PHILOSOPHY IN PORTUGUESE AND BRAZILIAN STUDIES

The Ph.D. Program in Portuguese and Brazilian is advanced graduae study in the
languaye, literatures and cultures of the Portuguese-Speaking World, with concentration
on oneor more the following areas. Continental and Insular Portugd, Brazil, Lusophone
Africa, and Luso-America. Students enrolled in this program are able to take advantage
of the diverse expetise of the Department's faculty, which embraces specializations in

Literature, Language, Philosophy, Comparative Literature, History, Ethnic and Cross-

cultural Studies, Anthropology, Juddac studies, and Bilingud Eduction. It is the
Depatment's philosophy tha al students should grasp the globd naure of the
Portuguese-Speaking World and study its language, literatures, and cultures as well as
apply the tools of research and scholarship to thar individud programs of study. While
this dodoral program will alow for an interdisciplinary component, the emphasis of the

core program will be in the Portuguese language and Luso-Brazilian literature and

culture.

The standad route to the Ph.D. is the successful completion of sixteen courses, a general
examindion (second year), a preliminay examindion (third year), a pre-dissertation
colloquium, and a dissertation.

Specific Requirements for the Doctoral Program

Coursework: Doctoral students nomally complete sixteen courses at Brown. Although
it is expected tha most of these courses will be taken in the Depatment of Portuguese
and Brazilian Studies, with particular emphasis on the Department® graduae seminars,
students are allowed to take courses in related depatments. It is expected tha students



will select ther courses in such a way as to acquire a comprehensve knowledge of the
literary, historical and cultural traditionsof the Portuguese-Speaking World. All dodord
students should discuss thar course selection with the Director of Graduge Studies
dunng pre-registration. Students should also conault the DGS regarding adjusments to
thar origind course selection.

General Examination: afour-hourwritten examination (haf of it in English and hdf of
it in Portuguese) covering a reading list of twenty basic works in the field. Students are
expected to take this examinaion during ther third semester in residence. Sample
guestionsare available from the Director of Graduate Studies.

Preliminary Examination: a two-day written, in-depth examinaion on two broadly
defined areas, developad by the student in conaultation with a committee made up of at
least three faculty members. The preliminay examinaion is nomally hdd at the
conduson of the student's coursework (third year). Students should start developing ther
prelim areas by the end of ther second year. Proposals for the preliminay examindion
indudetwo-page naratives conaeptudizing each area and a bibliography of primary and
seconday materials.

Students are encouraged to examine copies of previoudy submitted proposls, which are
available from the Director of Graduae Studies and are also kept in a folder in the



graduae studentsOlounge(third floor). In prepaation for the preliminary examindion,
students should meet regularly with the members of their committee.

The content of the preliminay examinaion will vary, depending on each student's
program, with the stipulation tha haf of the exam will be written in Portuguese and half
in English. The exam will be prepared and evaluaed by each student® committee. A
decision onthe candidae's peformance onthe exam mug be given within two weeks.

Upon completion of the preliminary examination, students are officially advanced to
candidacy (ABD) and qudify for a Master of Artsdegree in course (see bdow).

Pre-Dissertation Colloquium: a public oral presentation of the student@ dissertation
proposl, open to al faculty and gradude students in the Department, nommally to be
given within the semester following the preliminary examinaion. The colloquium
congsts of a twenty-to-thirty-minute presentation by the candidae followed by a
discusson with the membes of the dissertation committee (see bdow unde
issertation .

Thedissertation proposal conssts of thefollowing components:

(1) Introduction: Overview of mainideas, hypaheses, objectives and themes

(2) Contexts: (a) Theoretical condderations (b) Compaative or historical/literary
treatments of this theme/topic in the context of the Portuguese-speaking world; (c)
Research sites and/or archives if applicable.

(3). Narrative (10-15 pages): Specifics about the development of the dissertation with a
tentative outline of chgpters and condusion; contents of the thesis regarding authors,
corpusof texts, materias, and other relevant items; main arguments and relation of these
to overall objective.

(4). Working Bibliography (approximately 10 pages): Primary and seconday materials,
induding theory and relevant criticism on specific author, texts, movements, etc.

Students are encouraged to consult copies of previoudy accepted dissertation proposls,
which are available from the Director of Graduae Studies and kept in a folder in the
graduae studentsOounge(third floor).

Language Requirement: Ph.D. candidates will be expected to have achieved naive or
near-ndive fluency in Portuguese. In addition, candidaes should demondrate reading
ability in a second foreign language, which nomally will be French, Spanish, Italian or
German.



Teaching Requirement: Ph.D. candidaes are expected to acquire sound pedagogical
skills by paticipaing in the department(@ teaching-mentoring program (see be ow).

Dissertation: The dissertation is expected make an origind contribution to the field of
Portuguese and Brazilian Studies, congstent with the high research and scholarship
standards of the Department. Thedissertation may bewritten in English or in Portuguese.

The dissertation defense is open to al members of the university community. It conssts
of atwenty-to-thirty-minute presentation by the candidate, followed by a discusson with
the members of the candidate@ dissertation committee.

The dissertation committee congsts of at least three faculty members, at least two of
whom mug hold appointments in the Department of Portuguese and Brazilian Studies, to
be chosen by the student in conaultation with the Director of Gradude Studies. The char
of the dissertation committee is usudly a faculty member in Portuguese and Brazilian
Studies with particular expertise in the area of thedissertation.

The Mentoring Program: Research and Pedagogical Skills

Our Department is a community of individuds committed to the highest standads in
teaching and scholarship in Portuguese and Brazilian Studies. Doctora students are an
integral pat of this community. Working closely with suppotive faculty members as
mentors, dodora students are encouraged to develop research and pedagogical skills that
will prepare them for careers as outstanding teachers and scholars. Besides regular
meetingswith the Director of Graduae Studes, doctoral students are urged to meet with
other departmental faculty to discuss thar research and pedagogical interests.

In addition to advice on the research and preparation of term papers, from early onin
thar graduae studies our dodora students receive guidance on how to convet thar
course pgoers into conference presentations and/or joumd articles. Doctoral students are
also offered the oppotunity to patner with faculty members in research projects, the
design of undegraduae courses, the planning of academic conferences and symposia,
and the publication of our two scholarly joumds, Gavea-Brown and Brasil/Brazil.

It is the Depatment@ philosophy tha teaching and research go hand in hand and are
mutudly enriching. Our commitment to teaching is reflected in the multiple educationd
programs of ingruction and teacher training suppated by the Department and induded as
pat of its curricular offerings and as a service to the surrounding community. The
Master® program in Cross-Cultural Education, co-sponsred by the Education Alliance,
is a testimony to this pedagogical postion and may serve as a methodobgical and
materia resource for our students. Furthermore, the emphasis on languaye in both our
undegradude and graduae programs rests on our bdief tha the acquisition of a



foreign/second language contributes to wha Pierre Bourdieu calls the expangon of onés
cultural capital in a material, cultural, and symbolic sense. The conviction tha languaye
and culture are facets of the same process and cannot be separated permeates all aspects
of our graduae program DD courses, research, examinaions and extra-curricular
activities. Doctoral students emerge from our program with lingustic expertise as well as
mastery of foreign languaye pedagogy, in addition to sound research skills. Such
combindion has proven to be highly attractive to universities seeking junior faculty to fill
postions in foreign languaye literature and cultura studies, as attested by our very
successful record in placing the graduaes from our Ph.D. program.

Our dodora students paticipae in a mentoring program designed to pass the
Depatment®@ pedagogical legacy in foreign language, literature and culture on to them
while enhandng thear teaching skills. According to our longganding practice, from the
very beginning we impat to our dodora students the bdief tha immersion in and
condant use of Portuguese as the target language following the prindples of a
communicative and naural approach, represent crudal steps in the acquisition of a
secondforeign languaye Furthermore, throughboth orientation and handson experience,
our dodora students quickly learn tha foreign/secondlanguayes are to be used as media
of indruction and not as endsin themselves (such as the traditiond objective of solely
mastering grammar skills).

The teaching mentoring program conssts of a series of steps designead to acquant our
students with various pedagogical approaches and methodobgies, while also exposng
them to different ingructiond experiences and course formats.

1. Intengve group orientation before the start of each academic year, congsting of
a packet of readings in methodobgy and applied linguistics as well as an in-house
seminar with members of the Depatment@® faculty, culminaing in a mock practice
teaching session.

2. For each new course tha a gradude student will teach or co-teach, an
orientation session specific to the gods of each course will be offered prior to the
beginning of each semester.

3. In addition to this basic preparation, there will be group and/or individud
meetings throughoutthe semester between teaching assistantyfellows and the faculty
member(s) in charge of teacher training, as well as class visitations followed by a
discussion between the graduae student and the evaluaor. Doctoral students will receive
guidance on how to plan lessons develop a course syllabus design and grade exams and
assignments, etc.

Thefollowing courses have been earmarked for the teaching-mentoring program:

PB 10-20: Elementary Portuguese DA yearlongcourse for students with little or
no preparation in the Portuguese languaye Stress upon fundamental languaye skills:
undestanding, speaking, reading, and writing. Aspects of Portuguese and Brazilian
culture are also presented. Method: situaiond/naural approach.

PB 11: Intensive Portuguese DDesigneal for students with little or no preparation



in the Portuguese languaye, it covers the same amountof material as PB10-20in jug one
semester. Stress uponfundanental languaye skills: undestanding, speaking, reading, and
writing. Aspects of Portuguese and Brazilian culture are also presented. Method:
situaiond/naural approach.

PB40: Writing and Speaking Portuguese - Designel to improve the student's
ability in contemporary spoken and written Portuguese, usgng such cultural items as short
stories, plays, films, videos newspgoe and magazine articles, and populr mudc.
Method: situaiond/naural approach.

PB61/62: Mapping Portuguese-Speaking Cultures - Selected literary and
cultural texts tha serve as vehicles for a degpe undestanding of Portuguese-speaking
sodeties. Literary materials are taken from several genres and peiods with specid
attention to contemporary writings Other media such as film and mudc are also
induded. Consderable emphasis on strengthening speaking and writing skills.

Graduae students will nomally progress from co-teaching with aregular faculty member
(generdly in PB11 and/or PB40) to teaching ther own courses (generaly PB10-20
and/or PB40) unde the supevision of a faculty mentor. Whenever possible graduae
students will be given the oppotunity to teach a module of one of the introdudion to
literature courses (PB 61 and/or PB62) and, in some cases, to teach such courses on thar
own.

Depending uponthe research and pedagogical interests of individud students, there are
also oppotunities to teach and condud research in local public schools aswell asto serve
as an intern with the Eduationd Alliance, a Brown unit charged to condud applied
research on educationd reform and cultural diversity.

Assessment of Student Performance

When dodoral students first arrive on campus they meet with the Director of Graduae
Studies, who explains the dodora program to them in detail and guides them in thar
initial selection of courses. At the end of the first semester, each student@® academic
performance during the preceding semester and progress towards the completion of the
degree are assessed by the Department@ faculty. This evaluaion is transmitted to
students at individud meetingswith the DGS. This process occurs every semester of the
student's graduae expeience a Brown. Ordinarily students will receive a written
assessment of ther peformance and progress towards the degree at the close of each
academic year.

Financial Aid and Assignment of Teaching Assistants,
Teaching Fellows and Proctors
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The Graduae School and the Depatment geneally offer five years of finanda aid for
dodoral students in good academic standing, who are making the expected progress
towardsthe completion of thar degree.

For thefirst year finandal aid is generaly in theform of a university fellowship, covering
tuition for eight courses, a monthly stipend and the hedlth fee. Suppot for the second,
third and fourth years are usudly in the form of a teaching assistantship, teaching
fellowship or a proctorship, covering tuition, a monthly stipend and the health fee. When
students serve as Teaching Assistants, Teaching Fellows or Proctors, they are allowed to
enroll in only three courses per semester.

Although we are committed to providing different types of teaching and research
oppotunities for al students, the assgnment of teaching ass stants, teaching fellows and
proctors mug also take into accountthe needs of the Department in a given semester.

Since finanda suppot for the fifth year nomally conssts of a dissertation fellowship, it
is essential that students submit ther dissertation proposls no later than the end of ther
seventh semester so tha they can apply for a dissertation fellowship at the beginning of
thar eighth semester. Dissertation fellowships cover tuition or the registration fee, as
applicable, a monthly stipend and the hedlth fee. Unde nomal circumstances, students
who do not complete thar dissertation proposls in time to apply for a dissertation
fellowship are not considered to bein good standing and therefore cannot be guaanteed
finanda suppot for thar fifth year.

In addition to academic year fellowships assistantships and proctorships the Graduae
School provides suppot for three summers during each dodora student® career at
Brown. Students choos the three summers during which they would like to be suppoited
by the Graduae School

The Depatment encourages and provides guidance for students to apply for outsde
fellowshipseither for academic year or summer suppott.

Transfer Credit for Doctoral Degree

Graduae work completed at othe inditutions and not used in fulfillment of the
requirements for the degree of Dodor of Philooophy elsswhee may, on the
recommendation of the Department, be counied towards the fulfillment of the three-year
residence requirement (redudng the number of years of full tuition) and the coursework
requirement (redudng the number of courses to be completed at Brown). The redudion
of the residence requirement and the coursework requirement are treated separately. A
student who desires credit for work done elsewhere should file an application after
completing onesemester at Brown. Forms are available in the Office of the Registrar
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No more than the equivalent of onefull year of graduae study may be counted towards
the three-year residence requirement. The Department(3 sixteen-course requirement may
be reduced by no more than six courses to a minimum of ten courses. Neverthdess
students who choo< to reduce ther residence and/or coursework requirements mug till
fulfill all other requirements for the Ph.D.

Students who enter our dodoral program in posesson of a Master@@ degree in
Portuguese and Brazilian Studies or a related field are advised to request a redudion of
the three-year residence (tuition) requirement to two years. Redudion of the residence
requirement does not affect the number of courses students may take for credit at Brown
unless students also request aredudion in the number of required courses (see bdow).

In conailtation with the Director of Graduae Studies, students who enter our doctoral
program in possession of a Master® degree in Portuguese and Brazilian Studies or a
related field may request to have the sixteen-course requirement for the Ph.D. reduced by
a maximum of six courses. Students who receive permission to reduce ther course
requirement by four or more courses, however, will be expected to take their preliminary
examinaionsno later than ther fifth semester in residence and to beready to apply for a
dissertation fellowship by the beginning of ther sixth semester. Normally students who
request a redudion of four or more courses will be covered by four indead of five years
of finanda suppot since such course redudionisthe equivalent of advanced standing.

The Sequence of the Ph.D. Candidacy Process
1. Theexpected route toward the Ph.D. normally follows this patern of landmerks:

1st year landmarks: Eight courses and prepaation for the genera examination
based on a set list of bookson Luso-Afro-Brazilian literature, history and culture.

2nd year landmarks: Completion of the genera examindion at the beginning of
the academic year, six courses, and assignment as teaching assistant or proctor.

3rd year landmarks: Find two courses, completion of preliminary examindion,
and assignment as teaching assi stant, teaching fellow or procor.

4th year landmarks: Presentation of the pre-dissertation colloquium, application
for a dissertation fellowship, research for dissertation, and assignment as teaching
assistant, teaching fellow or proctor.

5th year landmarks: Completion and defense of the thesis as the recipient of a
dissertation fellowship.

2. By thefourth semester of the Ph. D. program, students should form ther preliminary
examinaion committee in conaltation with the Director of Graduae Studies. During the
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preparation period for the prelims, students should meet regularly with all committee
members to discuss thar chosen areas, review reading lists and plan deails of the exam.
Once students successfully complete ther prelims, they are officialy advanced to
candidacy (ABD) and qudify for a Master3 degree in course.

3. In prepaing for the Colloquium, students will select a committee of at least three
faculty members, oneof whomwill serve as the student@ primary advisor. Students will
meet regularly with their committee to discuss the dissertation proposl to be submitted
in advance of the Colloquium.

4. Based uponthe dissertation propos, the Colloquium consists congsting of a twenty-
to-thirty-minute presentation, to be followed by questions and suggestions from the
committee as well as other faculty membe's and fellow graduae students. After the
successful completion of the Colloquium, the candidae proceeds to completing further
research and writing the dissertation.

5. During the research for and writing of the dissertation, dodoral candidaes are
expected to conalt regularly with ther dissertation advisor and the othe readers.
Academic progress during this phase congitutes regular conaultation and submission of
written chapters. After the dissertation committee agrees that the dissertation has been
completed, a dae and time for the defense are scheduled. For the défense, the candidae
is expected to ddiver a twenty-to-thirty-minute presentation to be followed by questions
and recommenddions from the committee and othe faculty membeas. Once the
dissertation has been accepted and the student is recommended for the degree, a find
verson of the dissertation, following the Graduae Schools "Ph.D. Dissertation
Submission Checklist,"* should be prepared and filed with the Graduae School. Copies
of thefile version should also be provided to thedissertation advisor and readers.

6. For students who intend to receive their degrees at Commencement, the deadline for
the submission of the Ph.D. dissertation to the Department is April 15, thereby allowing
enoughtime for thedefense and thefiling of thefind version with the Graduae School.

7. Students mug beregistered for thar last semester at Brown in orde to gradude.

MASTER OF ARTS IN BRAZILIAN STUDIES

This interdisciplinary degree program is designed to provide recent graduaes, as well as
mature professonds holding an A.B. degree and possessing a reading and spoken
knowledgeof Portuguese, with a humanities/sodal science curriculumin Braziliana The
program offers gradude level training with special focus upon Brazil for careers in
academia, foreign service, and interndiond organizations induding transaiond
bugness and founddions Drawing upon a candidae's knowedge of Portuguese, this
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program will develop a unique combinaion of linguistic and interdisciplinary skills via
course offeringsin English and Portuguese.

Candidaes will complete a program of eight graduate courses. Induding two in thesodd
sciences, and two in the humanities, plus a Master's Research Project. Students will be
expected to complete at least three of thar courses via the Portuguese languaye

MASTER OF ARTS IN PORTUGUESE AND BRAZILIAN STUDIES

This interdisciplinary degree program is designad to provide recent graduaes as well as
mature professionds holding an A.B. degree and possessing a reading and spesking
knowledge of Portuguese with a humenities/sodal science curriculum focusng on the
Portuguese-speaking world.

The requirements for this degree follow tho of the A.M. in Brazilian Studies with the
difference tha students will be required to take at least three courses in Portuguese
literature, history and culture and at least three courses in Brazilian literature, history and
culture. Students will satisfy a Portuguese languaye proficiency requirement by taking
PB103or passing a proficiency examindion. Asin the case of the other Master's degrees
in the Depatment, a Master's Project is required unless the student is receiving this
degree On courseO(see bdow).

MASTER OF ARTS IN PORTUGUESE BILINGUAL EDUCATION AND
CROSS-CULTURAL STUDIES
OR ESL EDUCATION AND CROSS-CULTURAL STUDIES

This interdisciplinary program offers graduae level study in advanced language and
bilingud education for bilingud teachers of Portuguese as well as ESL training for
teaches of ESL. This graduae degree proggam does not provide candidaes with
elementary and seconday teaching certification. It does, however, offer specidization
courses tha will satisfy R.I. Bilingud and ESL state endorsement requirements.
Candidaes for this degree may be part-time or full-time. In theformer case, students will
be required to complete at least two courses per semester thereby enabling them to
complete ther requirements in two years. Specific requirements for this two- track
curriculum are:

Portuguese Bilingual Education, and Cross-Cultural Studies Curriculum:
1. 1 course in Bilingud Education Methodobgy (212, 01);
2. 1 coursein Problems and Current Issues in Bilingual Education (202,01)
3. 1 course in Foundaionsof Bilingud Eduction (201, 01),
4, Plus 3 Basic required courses (160P, 202,01; 202,04 or 172); Plus2 other
related courses to be selected from offerings in Portuguese and Brazilian, Education,
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Anthropology, Linguistics, Psychology, and Socdology.
5. Bilingud Education candidates mug take a written proficiency exam in
Portuguese.

ESL Education and Cross-Cultural Studies Curriculum:

1. 1 coursein ESL Methodobgy for Assessment and Evaluaion (212 03);

2. 1 course in Problems and Current Issuesin E.S.L. (202,02);

3. 1 course in Applied Linguistics for E.S.L. (202, 02) or Linguistic Theory
and Practice (AN 280);

4, 3 Basic Required courses (160P, 202,01;202,040r 172)

5. 2 other related courses to be selected from offerings in Portuguese and
Brazilian, Education, Anthropdogy, Linguistics, Psychology and Socology.

In additionto thar course work, al candidaes mus complete a Master's Project.

MASTER'S DEGREE IN COURSE

Graduae students pursuing a dodorate in Portuguese and Brazilian Studies may apply to
receive a master's degree upon completion of the preliminay examindion and
advancement to Ph.D. candidacy. Students selecting this option will not be required to
write a Master's Project.

Transfer Credit for All Master's Degrees

Graduae work donein graduae residence at other ingitutionsand not used in fulfillment
of the requirements for a degree may be offered in patial fulfillment of the requirements
for a Master's degree on recommendaion by the department. However, the equivaent of
a least seven semester courses mug be completed in residence a Brown University.
Students who wish to trander credit for work done elsewhere should file an application
with the Registrar as soonas possible. Forms are available in the Office of the Registrar.

COURSES OFFERED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PORTUGUESE
AND BRAZILIAN STUDIES

Primarily for Undergraduates

Students who would like to start the study of the Portuguese language may
choose between Elementary Portuguese (PB10-20), a two-semester sequence, or
Intensive Portuguese (PB11), a double credit course that covers the same amount of
material in one semester. Students intending to participate in the Brown-in-Brazil
Program who begin the study of Portuguese as sophomores should choose the
Intensive Portuguese option so that they can complete PB40 (a prerequisite for
participation in that program) in the spring semester.

10-20: ELEMENTARY PORTUGUESE

Anintrodudory course designed for students with little or no preparation in the language
Stress will be placed upon acquiring the fundamental language skills of undestanding,
speaking, reading, and writing. Aspects of Portuguese and Brazilian culture will also be
presented. The course uses a dgtudaiond/naura  approach tha emphasizes
communication in Portuguese from the very first class. A year course; only in
exceptiond circumstances will credit be given for one semester alone Ms. Sobral and
Staff.

11: INTENSIVE PORTUGUESE (Double Credit)

A highly intengve course for students with little or no prepaationin thelanguage Stress
will be placed upon acquiring the fundamental language skills of undestanding,
speaking, reading, and writing. Aspects of Portuguese and Brazilian culture will also be
presented. The course uses a situaiond/naural approach tha emphasizes communication
in Portuguese from the very first class. A two-semester sequence in onesemester with ten
contact hours each week. The course carries dowble credit and cover's the equivalent of
two semesters. Ms. Sobral and Staff.

40: WRITING AND SPEAKING PORTUGUESE

This course is designed to improve the student's ability in contemporary spoken and
written Portuguese. Using such cultural items as short stories, plays, films, videos
newspape and magazine articles, and populr musc, students will discuss a variety of
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topics with the aim of developing good communication skills. Attention will also be
placed upon developing students writing ability. A systematic review of Portuguese
grammar isinduded. Four hours weekly. Prerequisite PB 11, 20 or placement. Conduded
in Portuguese. Ms. Sobral and Staff.

61: MAPPING PORTUGUESE-SPEAKING CULTURES: BRAZIL

Selected literary and cultural texts tha serve as vehicles for a degper undestanding of
Brazilian sodety.

71: MODERN BRAZIL GOES TO THE MOVIES

Looksat Brazil throughthe eye of the camera and focuses on topics such as migration,
race relations genda and family dynamics and sodal inequities in contemporary
Brazilian culture and sodety. Students will read articles and critical essays relating to the
themes of each film as they develop ther oral and written languaye skills. Conduded in
Portuguese.

The Afro-Luso-Brazilian Triangle (Africana Studies 102, Ethnic Studies 165)

of the South Atlantic in terms of thar history, culture, and contemporary political and
economc congqueances of these relationdips. While the context of European
Colonialism in Africaand Brazil condgitute the baselinefor this exploration, thelongand
tardy naure of Portuguese colonialism in Africa in comparison with other European
colonial powers, especialy in its Pog-World War || manifestations is our starting point.
Conduded in English. Mr. Dzidzienyo.

Brazil and Africa in the Making of the Southern Atlantic World (History 195)
Survey of the making of the Southern Atlantic World during the early modean period
based on the interaction between the Portuguese, Africans and Brazilians Topics
indudedavery and African agency, therole of merchant communities, Indian answers to
European encounters, economic cycles, colonial powers and forms of assistance, the
conflicts between the Crown, the settlers and the missionaies, and the formation of
colonial elitesin thequest of anew naion. Condicted in English.

European Empires in the East (1500-1800): A Comparative Analysis (History 195)
Overview of European expandon in the East dunng the early modean period. An
andysis of the interaction of Portuguese, Dutch, English and Spanish with peoples of
Africa, India, and Southeast and East Asia. Condtcted in English.

Gender and Sexuality in Latin America (History 197, Section 03)

Utilizing historical sources from different Latin American counties and time periods we
will consde how the family, politics, culture, and econony have conditioned sexud and
power relationsbetween men and women, and how gende and sexudity have structured
class and ethnic relationswithin different Latin American sodeties. Enrollment limited to
20. Written pemission required. Conduded in English. Mr. Green.
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History of Rio de Janeiro (History 197, Section 51)

From colonial outpod to capital of the Portuguese Empire, from deepy port to urban
megdopolis, this seminar examines the history of Rio de Jandaro from the sixteenth
century to the present. Using an interdisciplinay perspective rooted in historica
andyses, we will andyze multiple representations of the city, the people, and geography
in relationghip to Brazilian history, culture and sodety. Conduded in English. Enrollment
limited to 20. Written permission required. Mr. Green.

Iberia from the Golden Age to the Enlightenment, c. 1450-1800 (History 197)
Overview of Iberia from the end of medieval times to the Enlightenment. This is the
period when Portugd and Span chated the globe and established thar respective
Empires. The changing conaepts of Golden Age, Decline and Enlightenment will be
explored in thar political, economic, sodal, and cultural contexts. Conduded in Engish.

On the Dawn of Modernity (University Course 160)

A look at the emergence of modenity and its conflicts with the classical worldview as
reveadled in the writings of the Portuguese navigaors (15th and 16th centuries) on ther
encouners with the nonEuropean world. Readings will focus on fields such as
astronony, cartography, geography, shipbuilding, and anthropology, as stepping-stones
to the first scientific revolution. This literature has been practicaly unknown to non
Portuguese readers. Conduded in English. Mr. Almeida

Portugal and the Discovery of the New World (History 197)

Explores the Portuguese presence in Africa, Asia and America, 14151808. Examines
different phases in the context of geographical regions subsequently integrating the
different regions into a multi-continental, multi-oceanic, globd system. Explores
political, commercial, military, cultural and soda dimensons Emphasizes
European/non-European contacts and interactions No knowledge of Portuguese
required. Enrollment limited to 20. Conduded in English.

Portugal, Southern Europe and European Integration

The courses focuses on the economic, political and public opinion dimendons of
European unification and its impact on Portugd, Span, Italy and Greece. It dso andyzes
the effect on southern European counties of Eastern European enlargement, the new
bdance of power arising from the Treaty of Nice and the ingitutiond reform beng
currently discussed at the ongong European Convention. Conduded in English.

Portuguese Overseas Encounters

A critical andysis of some classic Portuguese travel writingsfrom the 15th to the 20th
century. Thereadingsindude Zurara, Camres, Fern<o Mendes Pinto, Historia Tragico-
Maritima, Ramaho Ortig<o, Raul Brand<o, as well as the contemporary Pedro Rosa
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Mendes. Conduded in Portuguese. Mr. Almeida

Power, Segregation and Mobility Under Late Portuguese Colonialism and Its
Aftermath (Anthropology 24; International Relations 180)

Portuguese colonialism in Africa and Asia and its aftermath in light of contemporary
anthropological theory and colonial/podcolonia studies. Also addresses migration and
diaspora, both the Portuguese colonies in the Americas and northern Europg and the
contemporary migrationsinto Portugd from the former colonies, Chinaand South Asia.
Documentaries and fiction broaden the presentation and discussion of main issues.
Conduded in English. Ms. Bastos

The Golden Age of Iberia, 1450-1700

(History 195)

Overview of lbeia from the end of medieval times to the peiod before the
Enlightenment, the period when Portugd and Spain charted the globe and established
thar respective Empires. The changing conaepts of Golden Age and Decline are explored
in thar political, economic, sodal, and cultural contexts. Particular emphasis is given to
the peiod from 1580to 1640 when the three Habshurg monachs ruled a united Iberia
Conduded in English.

165: COLONIAL BRAZILIAN HISTORY (History 197)

This course is designad to expose students to a wide range of colonial Brazilian issues
througha selection of the historical literature publiished in English. The course will blend
lectures with student discussionsand questions Conduded in English.

167: HISTORY OF BRAZIL (History 167)

In five hunded years of history, Brazil has undegone massive trandormations once a
minor outpog of the Portuguese empire, it is now the fifth largest and mog-popubus
county in the world, with the world's tenth-largest naiond econony and third-largest
democatic polity. Throughout this process, it has exhibited great cultura vitality
alongsde some of the world's mos dramatic sodal inequdity. This course explores the
history behind these developments, beginning with Brazil's sixteenth-century origins and
ending with its twenty-first century present. Conduded in English. Mr. Green.

172: LITERACY, CULTURE AND SCHOOLING FOR THE LANGUAGE
MINORITY STUDENT (Education 172)

This course focuses on increasing awareness of the intersection of language and literacy,
the sodocultural influences on literacy development, and the application of diverse
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strategies that suppot the acquisition of secondlanguage literacy. The course combines a
theoretical exploration of literacy processes and methodobgical implications with a
clinical requirement of 4 hous weekly in a second language field teaching practicum.
Conduded in English. Enrollment limited. Written permission required. Ms. Becker.

175: LANGUAGE, CULTURE AND SOCIETY

This course will investigae the meanings of languaye culture and sodety and the
interrelationghip among them. The fundiond and dydundiond uses tha languaye
culture and sodety can play in public eduction will be discussed, paticularly from the
public school administrators and teachers viewpoints. Concerns directly related to the
nature, qudity, and future of English-as-a-Second Language programs will be explored.
This course will involve participants in reflective activities, lectures, smulations case
studies, role-plays and small groupdiscussions Conduded in English.

180: CONCENTRATION SEMINAR

An interdisciplinay seminar intended primarily for junior and senior concentrators in
Portuguese and Brazilian Studies, but open to non-conaentrators and graduae students
with conent of the indructor.

Lusofonia: National Identities and Transnational Challenges

The creation of the Commonwealth of Portuguese Speaking Counties has reignited the
debae concerning the Portuguese-speaking world, its roots, history, contemporary
developments, and future progpects. This semina focuses on key issues regarding the
identities of the Portuguese-spesking nations, thar interrelations as well as thar
interactions with the wide world. Authars indude Antero de Quental, Teixeira de
Pascoas, Fernando Pessoa, Gilberto Freyre, SZgio Buarque de Holanda ViannaMoog,
Ant™ro SZgio, Eduardo Louren<o, Am’lcar Cabral and Robeto DaMatta. Conduded in
Portuguese.

The Brazilian Puzzle: Confronting the Post-Colonial Legacy

The Lusophone World and the Struggle for Modernity
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A study of classical writingsfrom the Portuguese-speaking world dealing with the issue
of modenity, focusng primarily on the Counter-Reformation and Baroque paradigms
versus the Enlightenment. Portuguese, Brazilian and African writers such as Antero de
Quental, SZgio Buarque de Holanda ViannaMoog, Am’lcar Cabral and others will be
read critically and in acomparative approach. Conduded in Portuguese. Mr. Almeida

"Que pais é este?" Twentieth-Century Definitions of Brazil and Brazilianness

This seminar will focuson three maor areas: the portraits of Brazil fromthelate 1930sto
the early 1960s mainly by left-leaning intellectuds; the economnic and political modd of
Brazil imposd by the military regime of 19641985; the subvasion of the officia
ddinitionsof Brazil in the "anti-histories' of the Abertura period (19751985) Materials
will be drawn from the sodal sciences, history, literature, and film, by bath Brazilians
and Brazilianists.

193, 194: RESEARCH AND PREPARATION OF HONORS PROJECTS
This indgpendent study course is designal for students working on honors projects.
Written permission from the concentration advisor is required.

198: READING AND GUIDED STUDY

This course is designed for students undetaking indgpendent studies unde the guidance
of a faculty membe at the Department of Portuguese and Brazilian Studies. Written
permission of theingdructor isrequired.

202: PROBLEMS & CURRENT ISSUES IN BILINGUAL/ESL EDUCATION

Applied Linguistics for ESL

This course focuses on the linguistic development of second languaye learnas. The
issues of cogntive, psycholinguistic, and sodolinguistic developmental stages as they
affect the acquisition of a secondwill be explored. A 15-hour practicum is required. Part
of the practicum involves obsrvations of an ESL class as well as student interviews.
Participants will maintain an interactive joumd of thar observations an oral report of
thar expeience, and develop a scholarly pgper. Conduded in English. Ms. Smith.
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Cross-Cultural Growth and Development

This seminar will explore physcal, cogntive, socia, and emotiond human development
from a cross-cultural perspective. The first part of this course andyzes child-rearing
practices in agrarian and indugdrialized sodeties. The second part is based on case studies
involving the ethnolinguistic groups in the Providence area, which are studied and
discussed with implications for teaching and learning. Conduded in English. Ms.

Educational Leadership in Diverse Settings: Research, Policy and Practice
(Education 202)

A series of lectures and discussions representing various perspectives and styles.
Individud sessionsfocus on leadership issues surrounding standads high stakes testing,
and school reform initiatives. Mog topics address leadership of low performing schools
and for diverse student popuktions Discussonsled by prominent educationd leaders.

BROWN-IN-BRAZIL PROGRAM
(PUC-RIO DE JANEIRO)

One of the origind Brown-spon®red foreign study programs, the "Brown-in-
Brazil Program" was established in 1984 and was located at the Federal University of
Bahiauntl 1990. It was moved to Rio deJaneroin thefall of 1991.

The"Brown-in-Brazil Program” is a semester of study at the Catholic University
of Rio de Janero (PUC-RIO), the oldest private inditution of highe learning in Brazil
and oneof thetop five Brazilian universities. The program is designed for students who
have the equivalent of at least three semesters of language ingruction, preferably
Portuguese 11 or 10/20 and Portuguese 40, plus at least onerelated course on Brazil in
another discipling such as Literature, History, Political Science, Afro-American Studies,
etc. Portuguese 61is paticularly recommended.

TheBrown-in-Brazil Program runsduring the Brazilian second semester (Augus-
December) and is preceded by a month-long, intengve orientation session in July. The
orientation session indudes ingruction in Portuguese language and Brazilian culture,
with four hous of scheduled classes every day, and additiond lectures by variousnoted
gpecidists three times a week. Field trips are planned for the weekends At the end of
the orientation session students take an examinaion on the material covered during the
month.

During the semester Brown-in-Brazil students enroll in a maximum of four
courses, to be chosen from the offerings of any unit of the university, provided tha the
appropriate prerequisites can be met. Upon completion of the semester program,
students are issued an officia transcript doaumenting their work at PUC. Normally
students are able to tranger up to the equivalent of four Brown credits for participaionin
thefull program (July-December).

A yearlong option (July to Jung was addal to the Brown-in-Brazil Program
beginning with the 199596 academic year. Students participaing in the program for two
semesters will receive up to eight Brown credits. Portuguese and Brazilian Studies
conaentrators should bear in mind, however, tha no more than four courses taken at other
ingitutionscan be used to satisfy the minimum requirements for the concentration.

Karina paticipaed in the Brown-in-Brazil Program at the Catholic University of
Rio de Jandro in thefall of 1993,and returned to Brazil in the summer of 1994to work
as an intern in the Political and Economic Office of the United States Conaulate Generd
in Rio de Jandro. Karinawas admired by her teachers for he intelligence, creativity and
uncompromising honesty, and was highly respected by he peers in the Portuguese and
Brazilian Studies Program as well as in the Brown University Hispanic Community, for
whom she was a role modd. At the time of he unimely death on November 6, 1995,
Karinawas a graduae student at the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy in Medford,
MA.
