Goals and Mission

The Third World Center (TWC, the Center) seeksravigle students of color at Brown
with a variety of opportunities to engage the acaideendeavors of the University and to
integrate their curricular and co-curricular insgge Accordingly, the Center’s mission is
fourfold:

1. To provide an environment in which Arab, Asian, &daLatino,
Multiracial, and Native American students can feemfortable
celebrating their cultural heritages;

2. To provide a base from which Third World studeras tiave an
impact as a community at Brown;

3. To expand the social awareness of the Universitgrnoanity with
regards to current issues involving the status birdl World
people at Brown University and in society at larged

4. To equip students with life-long skills to aid thex® they navigate
their journey at Brown and beyond.

The overarching purpose of the Center is to madgeifstant contributions to the personal
and intellectual growth of students at Brown.

Brief History

The Third World Center emerged in response to texla of students following protests
in 1968 and 1975. Established in 1976, the TWC dessgned to serve the interests and
meet the needs of all students of color and to ptemacial and ethnic pluralism in the
Brown community. Originally housed in the basemehtChurchill House, the Third
World Center was relocated in 1986 to Partridgd bial68 Brown Street, directly across
the street from the Faunce House Arch and the [Gagen.

Brown’s Third World Center provides an arena in evhstudents can explore cultural
heritages and learn about race and ethnicity agponants of American identity. The
Center, in collaboration with student organizatioreecademic and co-curricular
departments and centers, sponsors lectures, cornyswniiding activities, and receptions
throughout the academic year to which all Browrdshis are invited.

Students of Color Enrolment at Brown

Of the 5,781 undergraduates of all class yearsavlenatriculated at Brown in 2007-
2008, 1,800 reported themselves to be studentslor (figures obtained from the Office
of Institutional Research at Brown). This représentotal of 31% percent of all
undergraduate students at Brown, an increase opement from last year’s figures. (see
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Figure 1).

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II. HIGHLIGHTS FOR 2007-2008

The academic year has been a vibrant and productieefor the Third World Center.

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Apart from the well-attended programs, events auw@ptions, this year witnessed a few
new additions to and accolades for the staff aflthied World Center. Jennifer Sorroko,
the new Assistant Director of the Third World Centeceived the Excellence Award at
Bear Day on February®1 2008. This honor was particularly impressive lais was
Jennifer’s first full academic year at the TWC. aldition to Jennifer serving as the new
Assistant Director, the TWC was staffed by a graeluemtern, Drew Chin. His
responsibilities included assisting with MPC trami advising Unity Days, co-
facilitating Third World student retreats, as wal assisting with other day-to-day
administrative duties.

The Giving Tree community service project was aehggccess. A total of 350 gifts
were collected for four charity organizations ire treater Providence area.

IV. THIRD WORLD TRANSITION PROGRAM (TWTP)

In 1969, students of color on Brown’s campus cawtid a program designed to help
incoming students of color adjust to Brown Univrsind build a strong and supportive
community. Now in its 38 year at Brown, TWTP has evolved to meet the chrangi
needs of the community, but continues to upholdvidlees of self-reflection and open
dialogue.

While the Third World Transition Program welcomesewn students to Brown and
provides an introduction to the support structuaed resources available to them, the
focus of the program is an exploration of systefeppression that exist in our society
today, including racism, classism, sexism, homophoénd heterosexism. Through an
examination of the problems that divide our sogietg seek to breakdown the barriers
that separate us in order to build understandind) @mmunity. We also call on all
participants to reconsider their history and aspexdttheir identity in order to better
understand themselves and the similarities anéreifices between themselves and their
peers. Participants are also introduced to theigct, resilience, and legacy of the Third
World community at Brown. The discussions, workshamd events of TWTP not only
welcome students and build support networks, b&m alltivate a campus culture that
seeks to bring about a more equitable and jusésoci

TWTP 2007 Attendance and Highlights

This year's TWTP took place over three days frdesday, August 28to Friday,
August 3%, 2007 A total of 206 freshmen registered for TWTHhis comprised 40
percent (20617) of self-identified first year students of color. OktR06 participants,

How have these activities
impacted your perception of TWTP (non-participadtsyould you like to share some
reflections about TWTP (participants)? Why is acdssion of systems of oppression
important for us as Brown students and as Amenieardents?). About 300 in total were
in attendance, including over 250 first year stusle22 MPCs and 25 MPC Friends
attended the event.

V. MINORITY PEER COUNSELOR (MPC) PROGRAM

The MPC Program which has its historical roots B¥3 when a group of African
American students volunteered their services toigeo Black students with ongoing
academic support with an emphasis on building aeei community, tradition and
strength, has evolved over the decades. Today,MRE€s 1) provide one-on-one
mentoring, programming initiatives, community bulg, support for TWTP, and an
academic and cultural referral network; 2) buildnoounity among the Third World
students, including developing an awareness ofewifft Third World cultures and
concerns for cross-cultural sensitivity; 3) addréiss special needs and concerns of
students of color in a predominately white instdot and 4) counsel Third World and
non-Third World students on racial and non-racateel matters. Throughout the year,
the MPCs aim to address the needs and concernkeoflhird World community,
especially those who did not attend TWTP.

The Director of the Third World Center supervised aerves as Program Director to the
MPC Program. She meets with the MPC coordinataskly, attends all general body
meetings, provides academic advice to the coursedord coordinators, handles
disciplinary cases, and actively participates inQ/fRall and Spring trainings.

MPCs are selected through an application and ierprocess. The application
procedure includes essays on why the student wishelsecome a counselor and
addresses issues the future counselors will beylitee encounter. Each winter, the
applicants are interviewed by a current or formeP@land a Brown University
administrator familiar with the program. The sél@t process takes places over the
course of a week and entails review of the appticanaterials and the interview reports
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provided by the interviewers. The selection conteritis comprised of the Director of
the Third World Center, the Assistant Director & tThird World Center, and a
multiethnic committee of former MPCs.

The MPCs undergo extensive training that beginé gaar after their selection process.
Additionally, the counselors undergo a trainingsgas in the spring of the year they are
selected and again in August before TWTP. Highéigif the training in August include

guest speaker, Dr. Jamie Washington, who talkedutaltopics such as racism,

oppression, and priviledge etc. They also unddrgming with other MPC Friends.

Throughout their time as counselors, additional cimg training sessions on various
pertinent issues are planned throughout the acadgrar.

2007-2008 MPC Program Highlights

Although the MPCs no longer served as part of tesidiential Peer Leaders system, it
was clear that the MPC presence within the firgryenits were important. This year,
MPCs were placed in 20 of the possible 22 unitsughout the entire academic year. 17
of the 22 units first semester and 16 out of 22susecond semester. All MPCs met with
their First Year mentees at least once a semester.

During Halloween, MPCs distributed candy bags wrtmentees.

A student playeahpiwhile all in attendance ate and
conversed in the Formal Lounge of the Third Workeht@r. The event was staffed by
Third World students.

Thanksgiving Dinner (November 2007)

Each year, the Third World Center provides a Thgivikksg Dinner for students who are
unable to spend the holiday with their familieshame. The dinner has always been a
traditional Thanksgiving feast complete with turkeyd stuffing, side dishes and
pumpkin pies, and this year was no exception. Vk&’s Thanksgiving Dinner took
place on November 2% 2007 and approximately 103 undergraduate, gradaat
medical students who were on campus for the holategnded the dinner.

Holiday Party (December 2007)

The annual holiday party at the Third World Centak place on Friday, Decembéf,7
2007in the Formal Lounge. Students, faculty, and adstriators who attended the party,
mingled and chatted in the spirit of the holidayps®. The holiday party was a big
success with 84 people in attendance.

Giving Tree Project (November - December 2007)

The Giving Tree is the Third World Center's annwalter community service project.
Third World Center staff chooses among several canity action groups which serve
children of color in the greater Providence ar@he TWC and the Center’'s outreach
Coordinator team help collect gifts for these d@tdof color for the various community
groups to distribute to their members for the hefideason. This past year, the agencies
we gave to included RILCA (Rhode Island Liberiann@ounity Association) CHISPA
(Center for Hispanic Policy and Advocacy), JHSHhfdélope Settlement House), SEDC
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(Socio-Economic Development Center), and HUARI (HigndUnited Association of
Rhode Island).

The project began in mid-November when we contaegth of these organizations to
get an idea of the number of gifts and ages otlhlelren each of these agencies needed.
Soon after, we prepared five "Giving Trees" to keced around campus. Each tree had
paper ornaments that said the age range of a@hddsuggested gift (e.g. Book Boy Age
7-9). The trees were placed at the Third World t&erRockefeller Library, Sciences
Library, Sarah Doyle Women's Center, Brown Officeil@ng, and University Hall on
campus. Various announcements were made to thenaaity, and staff and students
picked up the ornaments, bought gifts and retuthech to the collection boxes at each
of the sites on campus.

An astonishing total of 350 gifts were collected/e attempted to split the gifts evenly,
however, some of the community organizations hatidéyp parties earlier than the
others, and the majority of gifts were donatedhia fast few days of the collection. As a
result, the RICLA received 50 gifts, CHISPA receivé5, JHSH received 50, SEDC
received 45, and HUARI received the remaining 180e arranged with representatives
from each of these agencies for gift pickups diyeat the Third World Center. An
acknowledgement expressing appreciation was sehtt@uthe Brown University
community via Morning Mail.

Women of Color Reception (March 2008)

This event, co-sponsored by the Sarah Doyle Woméreéster since 1996, is an
opportunity for faculty, staff, undergraduates,dyrates, and medical students to network
and get to know one and another.

IX. HOUSE FACILITIES AND USAGE

House Facilities

The Third World Center’s facilities boast of a befl formal lounge and gallery, an
informal lounge complete with color TV and VCR, lassroom/conference room, a fully
equipped kitchen, student staffers’ office, studerganization offices, and a growing
archival collection.

During the academic year, the Third World Centeveset as a meeting space for over 100
organizational meetings and various departmentdf s¢treats. These meetings vary
from full student staffer meetings to small comsgtimeetings.

The classroom/conference room at the Third Worldt&eis used for an average of six
to eight classes per semester. The schedulinthéouse of the classroom/ conference
room is made through the Registrar's Office. Thekesses are always scheduled
between the hours of 9:00am to 4:00pm to allowaigbe space for Third World student

organizations in the evenings.
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Because the Third World Center has a fully-equipkiethen complete with refrigerator,
microwave oven, conventional oven, and dishwasher,a popular site for social events
organized by student organizations. These evemisrange from pizza parties to full
dinners cooked by the students.

The TWC archives collection holds over 900 bookd 260 video tapes. These books
and tapes are catalogued and maintained by therteitrchivist and are available for
use by the Brown community.
