The outline of the final exam:

Part I: 
Map Quiz  (8 minutes; 8 points [1 point each])


Locate eight monuments within the city of Rome.  The map on the test will have letters next to particular monuments; you will be expected to associate that letter with the name of the correct monument (provided in a list).


From the map in The Penguin Historical Atlas of Ancient Rome (page 49: ‘The city of Rome in the age of Augustus’), learn the location of the monuments listed below (‘Map Quiz Elements’)

Part II: 
Single Image Identifications (TWO IMAGES; 5 minutes each; 5 points each)


Identify and answer questions about two individual images, drawn from material covered since the Midterm Examination

Part III: 
Image Comparisons (THREE COMPARISONS; 10 minutes each; 12 points each)


Identify and answer questions about three comparisons (of two images each), drawn both from the ‘Finals Image Pool’ (of material discussed before the Midterm Examination) and from all material covered since the Midterm Examination.
