The award program encourages students to pursue career exploration through 
summer internships in all career fields, including labor relations, socially responsible careers and 
careers in the creative, arts, music and entertainment.  

- BIAP: Funding awards in the amount of $2,300 are available for career exploration 
in a wide variety of fields. Approximately 35 BIAP awards will be available for the 
summer of 2008. 

- AIP: Students who are on financial aid and eligible for University scholarship may 
apply for a waiver of their summer earnings requirement. For summer 2008, 25 
summer earnings waivers of up to $2,650 will be awarded.
